Minimus Fences approx 60cm (2°0”) first round
Combination of horse/pony and rider never to have been placed in a show jumping class.

Novice Fences approx 75cm (2°6”) first round
Combination of horse/pony and rider not to have won a show jumping class at Intermediate level or above.

Intermediate Fences approx 82cm (2'9”) first round
Horse/pony not to have won more than £75.

Small Open Fences approx 90cm (3'0”) first round
No restrictions.

Open Fences approx 100cm (3’3”) first round
No restrictions.

Times stated are just a guide — classes may start earlier or later depending on entries.

SHOW JUMPING POINTS SYSTEM: A points system will operate throughout the year with a points trophy being awarded at the
AGM to the junior and senior SWDRC member and horse/pony combination with the most points at the end of the season. Points are
only awarded once membership has been paid. Where classes are split horse/pony points will be awarded for both results.

VENUE DIRECTIONS: From Gt Bardfield take the “Braintree Road” to Gt Saling Bluegate Hall Farm is located approximately 1 mile
out of Gt Bardfield, behind the “Blue Egg” farm shop. From Gt Saling take the “Braintree Road” toward Gt Bardfield, Bluegate Hall
Farm is located approximately 2.5 miles out of Gt Saling behind the “Blue Egg” farm shop..

NOTE: Competitions will be run on grass. In the event wet weather please check www.swdrc.co.uk for an event update. There may
be no catering, toilet or first aid facilities at this event. Competitors must take all their muck and rubbish home with them.

RULES: Please see full rules before making an entry as receipt of entry means that the entrant agrees to abide by the rules of the
Saffron Walden and District Riding Club.

1. At all Saffron Walden & District Riding Club (SWDRC) events all competitors must wear a crash hat when mounted with chin
straps fastened to comply with BSEN 4472/6473 or BSEN 1384 or PAS 015 (which are recommended by the British Riding
Clubs). FAILURE TO COMPLY INCURS IMMEDIATE ELIMINATION.

18. Combinations of horse/pony and rider may compete in no more than two classes at any one competition (excluding clear round
classes). Please note that the classes must be consecutive classes. Horses/ponies may only compete once in any one class.
This rule also applies to the Championships — if a combination has qualified for more than two championship classes, the
combination may only compete in two consecutive championship classes. — if a horse/pony has qualified for any championship
class with more than one rider, then only one rider may compete in the championship class. See rule 2.

19. BRC rules apply to all show jumping events unless otherwise stated in the rules.
